“It is estimated that one in 15 people are affected by adoption and the effects are often likened to ripples
in a pond, because the effects can touch more and more people as time passes and generations of a family
grow,” explained Fiona Cameron, PARC Team Leader for The Benevolent Society.

With guest speakers to share their experiences of adoption and connect with others in a similar situation,
the special event will include informal discussion and a display of relevant resources and books.
